New Partnerships

San Francisco Theological Seminary and Church Divinity School of the Pacific are celebrating new institution-
al relationships that promise to offer increased opportunities for their students and the wider GTU.

n February 25, 2019, San Francisco Theological
Seminary (SFTS) announced it is entering into a part-

nership with the University of the Redlands in Redlands, CA.

SFTS will remain on its San Anselmo campus and will form

the core of a new graduate school of theology at the Universi-

ty of the Redlands.

In aletter to the SFTS community, President Jim
MacDonald wrote, “We are very excited about the oppor-
tunities this new relationship creates for students from all
walks of life. We remain committed to educating persons for
transformational ministries of peace, healing, and justice
as we pursue these new pathways of possibility.” With this
new partnership, SFTS becomes the third GTU member
school to affiliate with a university, joining the Jesuit
School of Theology (Santa Clara University) and Pacific
Lutheran Theological Seminary (California Lutheran
University).
